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With all that has been reported concerning the Lord’s church on the Nancy
Grace show, and other outlets, it would seem almost ludicrous not to think the Lord’s
church is a cult. However, those who follow sound biblical teachings, know that is not
the case.

Accusations that the church is a cult are not the first slanderous attacks that have
been made against the Lord’s bride (recall that Tertullus told Felix that the church was a
Jewish sect started by Christ, with Paul as a ringleader [Acts 24:1-5]). In more recent
decades the Lord’s church has endured the old attack that it is a denomination (such at-
tacks were made on the before-mentioned Nancy Grace show). Those verbal assaults
were taken and, with the scriptures, beaten down. Now comes the attack that we are a
cult. Should we be surprised that we are being slandered. No, but we should be armed
with knowledge of how to combat such allegations, and like Paul, be “set for the defense
of the gospel” (Phi 1:17).

What makes a cult a cult, anyway? Based on everything that can be known
about cults, it seems that the most common characteristic is secrecy. When it comes to
cults, you never really know exactly what they are doing (unless you are a part of such a
cult). You never really know what are their true objectives. They don’t openly reveal
themselves to you, and they seem selective as to who they allow to join their group.

Is the church of Christ, a secretive organization, that does not reveal its inten-
tions and refuses to welcome strangers into its activities? Not at all; just the opposite in
fact. Those who are members of Christ’s church are very clear and open as to their ob-
jectives (reaching as many as possible with the Gospel) and their beliefs (salvation by
belief, repentance, and immersion by water, into Christ [John 8:24; Acts 17:30; Rom
6:1-7,Gal 3;26-27]).

Is the Lord’s church selective as to who “joins” their “group” (using the world’s
terminology)? If by selective you mean: “Does the church of Christ pick and choose
who they allow to enter?”” Then obviously the answer is no. How true are the words of
John McCaleb who penned: “The blessed Gospel is for all, the gospel is for all, where
sin has gone must go His grace, the gospel is for all.” Was Jesus exclusive when he
commanded His apostles (and in turn, Christians) to “Go ye into all the world and
preach the Gospel to the whole creation” (ASV)? No. Where people get the idea of
exclusion, is not in the “who” of the Gospel, it is in the “how” of the gospel. Anyone,
from a peasant to a king, can obey the Gospel and become a Christian, but he must do it
only in the way God told him. If that is exclusive, then it is because truth is narrow and
exclusive.

Is the Lord’s church a cult? Not by any definition of which this writer is aware.
It is, however an institution founded by the Lord (Matt 16:18), and consisting of a mem-
bership that understands (1) that if one is to go to Heaven he must obey the terms and
conditions set out by the Lord, and (2) that people need to know what those terms and
conditions are. If that makes some people mad; if they want to say the Lord’s church is
a cult, that’s their business, and they will have to take it up with the leader of our cult:
He is not on earth right now, but He will be back to execute judgment on those that
mock and slander His holy bride (Rom. 12:19; 2 Thes. 1:8).

USE THE VACUUM CLEANER

ber the old adage: “You can fool some of the people
all of the time, and all of the people, some of the
time...”

Eventually, those secret sins you have, will
destroy you. Better to clean them up now, and get
right with the Lord (from whom you can keep no se-
crets) before your reputation is destroyed forever.

What is the spiritual vacuum cleaner? It is a
penitent spirit, prayer, and a lot of hard work. The
thing about secret sins is, there is no one on earth
who knows about them to encourage you to do right.
It’s going to take a lot of self-discipline to clean them
up. Fortunately, we have a God who, through His
word, will provide the encouragement needed. Start
cleaning.

DON’T FORGET THE MOP

The best thing you can do, is clean it
up.

What is the spiritual mop? It is public confes-
sion and humility. It takes a humble person to admit
when he has done wrong. It takes an even humbler
person to ask his friends for help. But that is what it
takes if you want to mop up that spiritual mess that
sin has made of your life. Start cleaning.
